Extract from e-Safety section within the National Education network (NEN) ‘Working with 3rd Party Suppliers’ documentation.

The NEN fully supports the recommendations of the Byron Review and the work of the UK Council for Child Internet Safety in implementing these recommendations.  The NEN also supported the recommendations of Becta’s document ‘Safeguarding Children in a Digital World’ In particular we believe that: 

· the NEN must support the need for the continued development of industry codes of practice for tools and services for promoting e-safety in schools and colleges, at home, and in other markets aimed at children and young people.

· the NEN has a strong role to play in developing policies and solutions for safeguarding and promoting the welfare of children in an ICT environment in the local area.
